Fact#1: What's the difference between food 
insecurity and hunger? 
• Food insecurity is lack of access to adequate 
food because of limited money or other 
resources. 
• Food insecurity can lead to the physical 
condition of hunger, which ranges from 
temporary discomfort to sustained, life-
threatening undernourishment. 
• Food insecure people are often forced to 
skip meals, eat less, buy cheap, non-nutritious 
food or feed their children but not themselves.
